MINUTE OF CONSENT ORDERS

Upon the hearing of the Form 3 Application of the husband filed 26 March 2009 and

the Form 3A Response of the wife filed 2 April 2009 it is agreed that the following

Orders may be made by Consent:

1.
That the child of the marriage, OWEN STANLEY FORBES born 04 January 2005 live with the husband and he be responsible for the day to day care, welfare and development of the said child.

2.
That the husband and the wife have joint responsibility for the long term care, welfare and development of the said child.

3.
That the wife spend time with the said child defined as follows:

(a)
each alternate weekend from after day care on Friday until 5.00pm on Sunday, commencing 25 May 2009;

(b)
from 9.00am to 5.00pm on Mothers Day;

(c)
on the said child’s birthday for the following periods at times to be agreed between the parties:

(i)
for half a day in the event that the child’s birthday fall on a weekend;


or

(ii)
for 2 hours in the event that the child’s birthday fall on a school day.

4.
The husband shall keep the wife informed of parent meetings arranged with the said child’s teachers and/or child care staff, and the husband shall be at liberty to attend same.

5.
As soon as practicable, the wife shall inform the husband of any accident involving the said child or illness affecting the said child which requires medical attention, and save in the case of emergencies, the parties shall jointly decide upon the appropriate course of treatment for their child.

6.
The husband has sole responsibility for the drop-off and collection of the said child at the designated child care centre.

7.
The parties be mutually restrained by injunction and an injunction be granted restraining them from denigrating one another, their families and friends in the presence of the said child.

8.
The wife must provide a minimum of 24 hours notice should she have reason to require contact with the said child (outside of the arrangements already outlined in this document), and the husband shall be required to provide just cause if this request is to be refused.
